Cold Season Has Arrived 

The Health Office is seeing a marked increase in children suffering from cold symptoms. 

Please be aware that we do not dispense cold medication of any kind at MVMS.  If you would 

like your child to have cold medication, it must be given at home prior to the start of the 

school day.  If you feel your child may need cold medication during the school day, it must 

be delivered by an adult, in the original package, accompanied by written parental 

permission to dispense. As always, if your child has a fever greater than 100 degrees, they 

are not permitted to be in school until they are fever-free for 24-hours. Please encourage 

your child to cover their cough, use a tissue for any nasal secretions, and wash their hands 

often to prevent the transmission of illness.  Click ​[HERE]​ for more information regarding 

colds in children.
